Shadow Vision 10" light bar

Mark the vertical cut lines as
indicated in the picture. 

The total opening in the grille
should have a width of
260mm. 

Do this on both sides of the
grille.

Do not remove the grille 
for this installation. 

Make the cuts with a multi
tool.

Vertical cut

260mm



Cut and remove the grille bars.

20mm
Mark the cut lines as indicated
in the picture. 

Horizontal cut

20mm

Mount the brackets on the
light bar. Use some medium
Loctite on the bolts.



CLICK!

Pre-drill all holes with a 2mm
drill. Use a screwdriver and
the supplied screws to fix the
brackets to the grille. 

Put the light bar with the
mounting brackets in place.
Make sure you hear the
brackets click into place on the
backside of the front grille. 

Hooray, this beautiful grille kit
has been mounted! Connect
the light bars to a switch panel
of your choice.
